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Denis Sungho (드니성호) is a Belgian-Korean guitarist, composer and producer.

Trained in the classical tradition, he has gradually stepped away from the traditional repertoire to focus on his own work.

His music is built on melody and structure, with a particular attention to tone. It often reduces to what is essential, where 
each element is exposed and nothing is added unnecessarily. The guitar is not treated as a fixed instrument, but as part of a 
wider field of sound.

Born in Korea and adopted by a Belgian family at an early age, Denis Sungho has grown between cultures and contexts. 
This distance, never fully resolved, underlies his work. Without being explicitly addressed, it informs a way of listening and 
shaping sound.

He began playing guitar at the age of seven and won his first competition at fourteen. He studied at the Royal 
Conservatories of Brussels and Mons, working primarily with Odair Assad and also with Sergio Assad. From this 
foundation, his work progressively shifted toward composition.

His practice does not follow a fixed format, moving between written pieces and broader musical projects. It reflects a 
dialogue between European musical culture and Korean sensitivity, without belonging to a single form.

He has performed in major concert halls worldwide, including Carnegie Hall, the Berlin Philharmonie, the Concertgebouw 
in Amsterdam, the Seoul Arts Center and Kioi Hall in Tokyo. Named a Rising Star by the European Concert Hall 
Organisation, he was also the first guitarist invited to the Martha Argerich Festival in Lugano.

He has collaborated with artists such as Yiruma, Egberto Gismonti, Debbie Wiseman and John Metcalfe, as well as with 
singers including Sumi Jo, Anna Tsuchiya, Insooni, Park Jiyoon, Kim Bumsoo and Lim Sunhae.

His recording Elegiaco Concerto, dedicated to Leo Brouwer, has been described as “historical” and is considered among the 
most significant recordings in the classical guitar repertoire.

In 2025, he conceived and co-produced in Korea a series of multidisciplinary performances with Bernard Werber, the 
Sejong Soloists and flutist Jasmine Choi, bringing together literature, orchestra and guitar.

Alongside his artistic work, he has directed large-scale cultural projects, including the musical direction of the 2018 Winter 
Olympic Games in Pyeongchang and the creation of Korea’s first New Year’s Gala with the Israel Philharmonic Orchestra 
under Zubin Mehta.

His recordings are released internationally by Universal Music.

The birth of his daughter marked a shift in his direction, reinforcing his focus on what is essential.

He performs on a guitar built by Thomas Humphrey and supports humanitarian work as a Companion of Médecins Sans 
Frontières.

He is currently developing a new album.

악기가 아니라, 더 넓은 사운드 공간 속의 하나의 요소로 다루어진다.

한국에서 태어나 어린 시절 벨기에로 입양된 그는, 서로 다른 문화와 환경 사이에서 성장해왔다. 이러한 거리감은 직접적으로 드러나지는 않지만, 그
의 음악 속에 지속적으로 흐르며 소리를 듣고 형성하는 방식에 영향을 준다.

그는 7세에 기타를 시작해 14세에 첫 콩쿠르에서 우승했으며, 브뤼셀과 몽스 왕립 음악원에서 오다이르 아사드(Odair Assad)를 중심으로 세르지오

다.

레오 브라우어에게 헌정된 음반 Elegiaco Concerto는 “역사적인 음반”이라는 평가를 받으며 클래식 기타 레퍼토리에서 중요한 작품으로 여겨지고 
있다.

2025년에는 작가 베르나르 베르베르, 세종 솔로이스츠, 플루티스트 최나경과 함께 문학, 오케스트라, 기타를 결합한 공연을 기획 및 공동 제작했다.

또한 2018 평창 동계올림픽 음악감독을 비롯해 이스라엘 필하모닉과의 한국 최초 신년 음악회 등 대형 문화 프로젝트를 이끌었다.

그의 음반은 유니버설 뮤직을 통해 전 세계에 발매되고 있다.

特徴がある。ギタ〡は固定された楽器としてではなく、より広い音響空間の中の一つの要素として扱われている。

韓国に生まれ、幼少期にベルギ〡の家庭に養子として迎えられた彼は、異なる文化と環境のあいだで成長してきた。この距離感は明確に語られること
はないが、彼の作品の中に静かに存在し、音の捉え方や形成の仕方に影響を与えている。

7歳でギターを始め、14歳で初めてのコンクールに優勝。ブリュッセルおよびモンスの王⽴⾳楽院で学び、主にオダイル・アサド

楽祭に招かれた初のギタリストでもある。

これまでに、イ·ルマ、エグベルト·ジスモンチ、デビ〡·ワイズマン、ジョン·メトカ〡フと共演し、チョ·スミ、アンナ·ツチヤ、インスニ、パク·ジユン、
キム·ボムス、イム·ソナエらとも共に活動している。

レオ·ブロ〡ウェルに捧げた録音《Elegiaco Concerto》は「歴史的」と評され、クラシックギタ〡の重要な録音の一つとされている。

2025年には、作家ベルナ〡ル·ヴェルベ〡ル、セジョン·ソロイスツ、フル〡ト奏者チェ·ナギョンとともに、文学·オ〡ケストラ·ギタ〡を融合させた公
演を韓国で企画·共同制作した。

また、2018年平昌冬季オリンピックの音楽監督を務めるなど、大規模な文化プロジェクトにも携わっている。

彼の作品はユニバ〡サル·ミュ〡ジックより国際的にリリ〡スされている。

娘の誕生は彼の方向性に変化をもたらし、本質への意識をより強める契機となった。

現在、新しいアルバムの制作に取り組んでいる。
